If youÕre planning to buy AppleÕs 27!  iMac, you 
might be waiting a while for delivery. In a recent 
interview, Apple conÞrmed delays in shipping its 
popular new computer. The shipping delays have 
been attributed to several things, including a 
shortage of components. UnconÞrmed by Apple 
are reports of hardware problems. Online 
forums mention hard drive failures and flickering 
or damaged displays. If you have a 27!  iMac and 
want to check the display, visit this web site for 
an online test.

Last December the recall for the following problem 
ended. The iMac G5 Repair Extension Program 
for Video and Power Issues applied to first 
generation iMac G5 computers that had video or 
power!related issues as a result of a speciÞc 
component failure. If you recently experienced a 
problem with you iMac G5, you need to know 
the exact model size and speed you have as well 
as the exact symptoms of the failure.

Troubleshooting External Devices
When it comes to troubleshooting the Mac OS, 
knowledge is power. One of the Þrst places to 
look to gain some knowledge about what is 
happening with your Mac is "Apple System 
ProÞler". This is particularly true when trouble!
shooting an external device. All attached devices 
should show up here regardless of whether there 
is a functioning driver. If it doesn't show up 
here, there is probably a problem with hardware 
or a cable. The same can be said for internal 
components such as Ram or PCI cards, if they 
don't show up in Apple System ProÞler's hard!
ware section, you probably have a problem with 
the component. You can find Apple System 
ProÞler in the utilities folder or you can open it 
by selecting "About This Mac" from the Apple 
menu and clicking the "more info" button.
Another useful troubleshooting tool within 
Apple System Profiler is the logs pane.  The 
information stored here is a little too cryptic for 
most people but one might be able to notice 
patterns where certain third party applications 
are acting up and then explore it further by 
looking at the logs in console #in the utilities 
folder$

Mighty Mouse Care
AppleÕs Mighty Mouse is a good mouse in my 
opinion. Some people really like it, some people 
donÕt. One of the main complaints I have heard 
is that the top scroll ball becomes inoperable 
over time due to the collection of gunk. Dirt 
and grime from our Þngers can collect on the 
little ball causing the sensors to stop functioning.

Cleaning the scroll ball is really a snap. Simply 
lay a sheet of plain white typing paper on a 
sturdy, smooth flat surface. Turn the mouse 
upside down and with light pressure, move your 
mouse in a circular motion with the ball against 
the paper for about a minute. DonÕt press too 
hard ) you donÕt want to damage your mouse. 
YouÕll start to see little lines of gunk appear on 
the paper as the scroll ball is cleaned. After a 
cleaning, your Mighty Mouse should be mighty 
once again!

Un-Clutter That Desktop!
Not being able to e*ciently Þnd things is a pain, 
but only one of several problems resulting from 
a cluttered desktop.

1. Arrange Icons on Desktop . From the 
FinderÕs View Menu, you can choose the Clean 
up Selection or Arrange By options to physically 
arrange items on your desktop. 

2. Create Desktop Subfolders.  Creating 
folders that stay on the desktop and then storing 
Þles in them allows us to sort our items more 
e*ciently. 

3. Create Safari Downloads Folder  #10.4 and 
earlier$. Create a new folder as described above 
and label it Downloads. Then launch Safari, and 
from the Safari menu choose Preferences. Click 
on the General tab and then tell Safari to save 
downloads in this newly created folder.
